	Activity Description

This activity is a good starter to use with an active group who like to use their hands. The activity is to build a bridge over a gap. The point being that Christians believe God sent Jesus to die on the cross to bridge the gap between Him and us. 

	Activity Explanation

This activity works best in pairs, although it can work in threes or as individuals. The aim of the activity is to build a bridge across a gap (two plastic cups) only using the building materials provided. The materials are, sweets, 100 cocktail sticks and if groups are really struggling some sticky tape. The gap should be no more than the length and no less than the width of an A4 piece of paper. Allow the students roughly 5 minutes to build their bridge. 

For a more competitive group (if appropriate) the tutor could set a challenge of building the strongest bridge. The way to test this would be to place similar weighted items onto the bridge until it collapses (for example 2 pence pieces). 

A note on the building materials – because they are sweets the tutor may find students are eating them! The tutor should issue to the warning that when they are gone they are gone! 

	Resources 
Per group;

A bag of sweets​ – either jelly babies or jellybeans work best but other sweets will do. 

100 cocktail sticks – most major supermarkets sell cocktail sticks in small boxes of 100 for under £1.

Plastic cups – again, most major supermarkets sell these quite cheaply. If cups aren’t available then other items could be used to create a “gap”. Cups just mean that everyone has a fair chance.
