	Activity Description

A visual activity that allows the tutor to tell the Easter story using pictures from the Lego Brick Testament (www.thebricktestament.com). 

	Activity Explanation

Start the activity by giving out pictures of the story of Easter (Main Resource Sheet 1). There are 10 pictures that can be given out one per student. The tutor then tells the Easter story. This could either be read out from the Biblical account (the Gospel of Mark has quite a fairly concise account from chapter 14-16) or told using the pictures from the brick testament as prompts.  

As the tutor shares the story with the group, the students need to hold up their picture when the tutor gets to that part of the story. After this the tutor can then choose to ask some questions to the group (e.g. “why was Jesus crucified?”). Asking the students to place the Lego pictures in order could conclude the activity.
