	Activity Description

Easter eggs are a traditional part of Easter. Eggs symbolise life and resurrection, especially in Christian tradition. This activity gives young people the opportunity to decorate a wooden Easter egg and give it to a friend or family member as an Easter gift. 

	Activity Explanation

Explain to the young people that Easter eggs are used as a symbol of new life and resurrection. Explain that Christians link this to the death ad resurrection of Jesus Christ and the egg symbolises his resurrection from the tomb. 
For this activity, you will need to purchase some wooden two-part eggs. These are readily available from craft websites such as Baker Ross for a modest price. They are excellent quality and can be painted on with acrylic paints. Invite the young people to take one, decorate it and give it to a friend or family member. 
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	Resources 
Wooden egg kit – available from baker ross website (£4 for four eggs or £14.88 for 16). 
Mini chocolate eggs - to place inside the wooden egg.
