	Activity Description
A major element to modern day Vaisakhi celebrations is based around the story of the Blessed Five. This activity is an opportunity to tell the story of how the Khalsa was formed.

	Activity Explanation

In 1699 the tenth guru (Sikh spiritual guide), Guru Gobind Singh, chose Vaisakhi as the occasion to transform the Sikhs into a family of soldier saints, known as the Khalsa Panth. The story focuses on a situation when the Guru asked for volunteers to give their lives. 5 men volunteered, to the horror of the crown watching. However, they were relieved to see the 5 walk out of the Guru’s tent alive and well, and dressed in fine robes. They were chosen to be the first 5 members of the Khalsa. 
Using Resource Sheet 1, tell the story of Vaisakhi. Afterwards, allow some time for reflection and discussion. What did they thing of the story? Is there anything we could learn from it?
