	Activity Description
Eid ul-Fitr is one of two festivals that share the same name. This Eid marks the end of Ramadan where there is celebration and thanksgiving. This activity is based on a PowerPoint offering information on Eid and how it is celebrated.  

	Activity Explanation

This is a simple main activity that works well for visual and auditory learners. It is also good for complementing the other activities in the Ramadan tutorial set. 
Eid ul-Fitr is celebrated immediately after Ramadan. Is a time of great celebration where there will be lots of food! It is also a time to give thanks to God for helping Muslims to endure the fast and maintain self control. Significantly, Eid is also a time of forgiveness and repairing relationships with each other. During Eid, Muslims may greet each other with the phrase ‘Eid Mubarak’, which means ‘Blessed Eid’ (Eid means feast – so a transliteration would be ‘have a blessed feast’). 
After running through the PowerPoint with the young people, ask them to pretend it is Eid and they have a Muslim friend who is celebrating it. Encourage the young people to create a ‘Happy Eid’ card for their friend. What will they say? What greeting will they use? What design will they use for the card?

Eid PowerPoint – a short presentation on what Eid is and how it is celebrated. 
Card – for making a ‘Happy Eid’ card.

Young people will show consideration for an Islamic cultural event. Young people will also know that Eid ul-Fitr is a celebration immediately after Ramadan.
