	Activity Description

Group exploration – What is faith?

(PLUS Activity extension – What do we have ‘faith’ in?)

	Activity Explanation

This activity would work well in either groups of 5 people or less. One person in the group is given big paper and a pen. The group are given the task to define what ‘faith’ is, using bullet points, discussion, mindmap or any other format that may work. The group then feedback their ideas to the rest of the group at the end of the activity.

Activity extension – Follow on from the group exploration, a class discussion on “what do we have ‘faith’ in?” For example, we could have faith in many things or people. We have faith that our chairs work. Or we may have faith in friend or family member. 

NB – Tutor should be aware that if the activity extension is used this could lengthen the starter considerably. Also the discussion needs to remain focused on the topic.

	Resources 
Big paper (A3 or flip chart paper), marker pens.

	Learning Outcomes 
To have a better understanding of what the word ‘faith’ means. Students will be challenged on preconceived ideas and generalisations throughout the tutorial and allowed to explore different meanings of the word faith for different people and their beliefs. Opening up to the remainder of the tutorial
