	Activity Description

A short quiz-based activity designed to show how we sometimes stereotype people and their beliefs. The activity features pictures of household objects that have been zoomed in and the students have to guess what they are. In the same way we sometimes make judgements on people based on a little thing that we perceive. It isn’t until we see the bigger picture that we understand and learn to respect a person’s belief or faith. 


	Activity Explanation

This activity can be done as a whole group activity or in pairs. For this, we will assume the students are working in pairs. The tutor should hand out Resource Sheet 1 to the students to see. They are given 5 minutes to try and guess what the pictures are. 

After the students have worked through the pictures the tutor can reveal the answers; 

1) Cotton Wheel.

2) Battery.

3) Garlic Crusher.

4) Razor blades (in a case). 

5) Tea candle. 

6) Pair of glasses (bird’s eye view).

7) Dustpan and brush.

8) Wallet. 

9) DVD in case (side view).

10) Lighter. 

11) Keys / key rings. 

12) Toilet roll / kitchen roll. 

13) Coffee filter. 

14) Bulldog clip.

15) Ballpoint pen.

16) Can opener. 

The point of the activity is to show how we sometimes are in danger of zooming into a particular belief or stereotype of a faith. It isn’t until we zoom out and see the bigger picture that we can learn to understand and respect another person’s beliefs or faith.
