	Activity Description
A discussion based activity designed to challenge stereotypes of people’s faith and beliefs. Students are presented with a list of 9 people and they have to choose only 5 to save from a sinking ship. The discussion is based on who they will save and why. 



	Activity Explanation

This activity works best in a whole group. If it’s a larger group, students can either work individually or in pairs. The tutor will need to have either the PowerPoint presentation of the Sinking Ship activity or Main Resource Sheet 1 (a paper version of the presentation). This activity works in 3 parts. 

NB: The tutor should be aware this tutorial deals with issues of a sensitive nature. Please be aware of the group dynamics and individual responses to the content explored. 
Part 1.
The tutor should display the first column in the presentation that shows the 9 people on the sinking ship (Polish Man, Disabled man, Christian, Young Woman etc). The tutor should then explain these people are trapped on the sinking ship and that only 5 can be saved. Who will they save? Allow between 3-5 minutes for discussion and then ask them who they picked and why. 

Part 2. 

The tutor should then display the second column in the presentation. This column offers some new information that the students should consider when thinking about who to save. So now the tutor asks again, “Who will you save and why?” Again, allow between 3-5 minutes for discussion. 

Part 3. 

Finally, the tutor should then display the third column in the presentation. This column builds on the previous two columns. The students should consider for a final time who they would save and why. 

Points to bring out.

An important thing to note is that this activity is obviously quite extreme and draws on various stereotypes that are sometimes held. Despite this there are a number of points we can bring out;
· We shouldn’t judge people just on their faith or what they believe. 

· No matter what our circumstances or background we are all equal and deserving of respect. Our differences can be a very positive thing. 

· We are not defined by a particular “label” or stereotype. 

· What we believe is important. It helps us form opinions and views on the people and world around us. We need to be careful, therefore, that we are respectful of other people’s beliefs.
