	Activity Description

Students have the opportunity to design and create a room to the needs of a member of a particular religion. The room should reflect some of the more important facets and requirements of the religion.  

  

	Activity Explanation

This is a craft-based activity. Using the resources available, students have the opportunity to create a room suitable for a person of a particular faith or culture. They will need to look at the information provided to come up with ideas for making their room. 

For example, if the student chooses to design a Muslim room they may want to think about providing the following; a prayer mate, time of prayer calendar, washing facilities etc. Also, a Muslim would require halal food. 

 

	Resources

Shoe box or sturdy cardboard box – forms the basis of the rooms. 

Information resources – these are things that students can use to find out information on particular faiths or beliefs. 

Craft resources – the specific resources are down to the tutors discretion. However students will probably require mini models of beds, cupboards, storage etc for their room. Such items can be found from places like Ikea, design shops, education catalogues and sometimes even charity shops. If this isn’t an option then other resources should be provided to assist the students in this area (for example cotton wool for bedding and wooden blocks with handles drawn on for a set of draws).
