	Activity Description

In the Baha’i faith, there are three symbols that are important. This activity seeks to inform what those symbols are and their importance. 

	Activity Explanation

Invite the students to look at Resource Sheet 1 and see the three symbols of the Baha’i faith. The most common ones will probably be the Nine Pointed Star and the Ringstone symbol. 
After that, invite the group to copy one of the symbols onto a piece of paper and then share with the group what that symbol is and what is significant about it. Allow for discussion during this time. After this, ask the young people to create a symbol for themselves. What is it about themselves they would like to convey in a simply symbol? Is there a visual shape that is important to them? They should try to avoid using letters if they can help it. After this, invite the group to share what they have made.
