	Activity Description

Sukkot is a Jewish festival known as the festival of booths’. It commemorates how G-d protected the Jewish people whilst they wandered the desert. This activity invites students to create a small shelter. The theme of protection strongly links to Sukkot. 

	Activity Explanation

Shelter is a strong aspect of Sukkot. Jews will build their shelter outside and effectively live in it for the period of Sukkot. Invite the students to build a small shelter (on their tables!) for lego people with resources that can be provided. The shelters can be ‘tested’ by pouring water onto the shelters when finished.
