	Activity Description
Eid Al Adha is a major festival in the Islamic calendar. It is known as the ‘festival of sacrifice’ and it is based on a story in the Holy Quran. The prophet Ibrahim was asked by Allah to sacrifice his son as an act of obedience. Ibrahim obeyed and resisted temptation from the devil to fulfil Allah’s will. When Ibrahim tried to kill his son the knife miraculously didn’t harm him. Allah stopped Ibrahim, applauded his obedience and gave him a lamb to sacrifice instead. 

This activity is a short activity that introduces the theme of sacrifice. The theme of sacrifice is very important to Eid Al Adha and Ibrahim’s obedience to Allah is celebrated and used as an example to live by. 

	Activity Explanation

A sacrifice is usually defined as a giving away of something for or on behalf of someone else. Give each student a piece of paper and ask them to write down something they have sacrificed. Why did they do it? What made it a sacrifice?
Inform the students that central to Eid Al Adha is the theme of obedience and willingness of Ibrahim to sacrifice his son. He had to make a choice; obey Allah and kill his son or disobey Allah and save his son. Although the type of command may seem harsh to modern ears, it is worth noting that according to the narrative his son was never killed. During Eid Al Adha, Muslims remember the choice that Ibrahim made and reflect on how they can make choices that honour Allah.
