	Activity Description
Eid Al Adha is a major festival in the Islamic calendar. It is around the time of Eid that many Muslims will undertake a pilgrimage to Mecca known as Hajj. The elements of sacrifice and obedience found in the story of Eid are central to the Hajj. In fact, the Hajj is the fifth Pillar of Islam – a set of foundations that all Muslims are obligated to follow. 

	Activity Explanation

Begin this activity by asking what is a pilgrimage? Write down the answers onto a board or piece of paper. A pilgrimage is a type of journey – but it is also more than that. It is a journey of deep spiritual or religious importance. Pilgrimages tend to be a journey to a physical place of importance. 
For Muslims, the Hajj is a pilgrimage to Mecca – a sacred and holy place in the Islamic faith. Explain to the group that the pilgrimage to Mecca (the Hajj) is one of the Five Pillars of Islam. It should be attempted at least once in the lifetime of all able-bodied Muslims who can afford to do so. It is the most important of all Muslim pilgrimages, and is the largest pilgrimage for Muslims. 

Using the internet (the BBC interfaith website is a good start), invite the students to create a poster or leaflet explaining to someone who doesn’t know, what the Hajj is all about. The young people should try to include;

· What the Hajj is.

· Why Muslims go.

· Where they go.

· What happens when they get there.
Some important words they made need to explain in their posters are;

· Quibla (the direction of Mecca – where every Muslim faces to pray)

· Mecca (the city where Hajj is directed)

· Hajj (a holy pilgrimage)
