	Activity Description
Eid Al Adha is a major festival in the Islamic calendar. It is known as the ‘festival of sacrifice’ and it is based on a story in the Holy Quran. The prophet Ibrahim was asked by Allah to sacrifice his son as an act of obedience. Ibrahim obeyed and resisted temptation from the devil to fulfil Allah’s will. When Ibrahim tried to kill his son the knife miraculously didn’t harm him. Allah stopped Ibrahim, applauded his obedience and gave him a lamb to sacrifice instead. 

This dessert invites students to make a ‘Happy Eid’ card in a traditional style. 

	Activity Explanation

Eid Al Adha is seen as a celebration and as such cards are shared between family and friends. Using the resources listed, invite the students to make a card for someone who would be celebrating Eid Al Adha. It is perfectly appropriate to include a salutation such as ‘happy Eid’. A common blessed that is used at this time is ‘Eid Mubarak’ which essentially means ‘have a blessed Eid’. It is also appropriate to use the Islamic star and crescent moon as a design.
