	Activity Description
Eid ul Adha is know as the festival of sacrifice. This activity is based on traditional Islamic art. Central to this art is the idea of harmony and unity. Therefore, the art uses geometrical shapes and patterns. Examples of this are included in Resource Sheet 1. 


	Activity Explanation

For this activity, the learners are invited to make some geometric patterns similar to style in Resource Sheet One. Using Resource Sheet Two, the learners should follow the steps to create a simple pattern.

Gold and Silver pens – gold and silver are traditional colours used in Islamic celebrations

Compass – A mathematical compass is essential for the basic patterns.

Ruler – or a similar straight edge is useful.
