	Activity Description
A main aspect of Navaratri is the triumph of good over evil. This is told in a few stories (which are the focus of Main activity 2). This starter activity is a light-hearted activity where the young people will try to pair up famous ‘goodies’ with infamous ‘baddies.’ 

	Activity Explanation
Hand out Resource Sheet 2 to the young people. This can be done one per person but it will work just as well with pairs. The Resource Sheet has a list of famous fictional ‘good guys’ on the left and ‘bad guys’ on the right. Invite the young people to try and match the good guy with the correct baddy. Allow for about 3 – 5 minutes to do this. 
The answers are; 

Batman – The Riddler

Superman – Lex Luther

Kirk – Khan (Star Trek)

Luke Skywalker – Darth Vader (Star Wars)

Harry Potter – Lord Voldemort

Spiderman – The Green Goblin

Doctor Who – Daleks

Durga – Mahishasura.

Durga and Mahishasura are central characters to one of the stories of Navaratri and this is covered in Main activity 2. For this starter activity, ensure the point is made that a main aspect of Navaratri is the triumph of good over evil. This is sometimes told in different ways, but the central theme remains the same. Hindu’s celebrate Navaratri over a period of 9 days (the name Navaratri refers to the nine days in the story). Durga, Lakshmi and Saraswati are worshipped throughout the festival of Navaratri. There can be larges feasts and dances that take place well into the night.
