	Activity Description

One of the main aspects of Navaratri is the celebration of the mother goddess Durga. This activity tells the story of the goddess and how Navaratri came to be a festival celebrated by Hindus. 

	Activity Explanation

Invite the group to read the stories of Navaratri on Resource Sheet 1. There are two short stories included on the resource sheet, both involve the goddess Durga. After reading the stories, invite the young people to choose one story and using resource sheet 2 or a plain piece of paper, ask the young people to simplify the story into four main points. They can draw pictures to go with the main points of the story, but they should try to stick to the four points. Afterwards, invite the group to share what they have done. 

	Resources

Resource Sheet 1: the story of Navaratri including the story of Mahishasura and the epic of Ramayana. There are also videos of the story available on sites like youtube if that is more preferable. 
Resource Sheet 2: a blank story board page with 4 boards.
